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President’s Message

| am so proud of our students’ academic successes and continue to be awed by their sincere expressions of appreciation for our
support. It’s truly an honor to represent Kids’ Chance of California (KCOCA) as your President.

We are excited to share the results of the 2023-24 academic scholarship year. This year, we awarded more money to eligible
students than any other year in our organization’s history — a record $400,002 to 37 students, up from 34 recipients in the
previous scholarship cycle. Of these current awardees, 18 were re-applicants and 19 were new applicants.

This past year, we were able to increase our 2023-24 scholarship
budget from $240,000 to $400,000 by reallocating excess funds from
our reserves beyond the two years required for operating expenses
for a non-profit organization. Meanwhile, we did not increase our
operating costs, which is remarkable considering the cost of inflation.
We are pleased to report that $0.91 of every $1 spent was allocated
to directly support our mission to provide educational scholarships to
children of injured California workers so they can pursue their dreams
of graduating from various institutions of higher education.

In addition to awarding significant dollars this year, we are also proud to highlight successful implementation of these initiatives:

e Student Engagement Committee delivered 26 End-of-Year and eight Graduation Gift Packages for each of the 2022-23
scholarship recipients

e We held our first fundraising event under the KCOCA name at Topgolf. It was a huge success! There were more than 100
participants, including four students with their family members.

e Grant Writing Initiative continues to produce diversified funding for KCOCA. Since our consultant joined KCOCA in June 2021,
14 grants totaling $63,850 have been awarded to KCOCA.

With the wonderful news above, the need to assist the children of parents who suffer disabling work-related injuries or fatalities is
still a constant necessity. We remain driven by our mission and focused on sustainability and growth for the organization.

We are particularly mindful that our scholarship applicants are subject to economic conditions that are outside of their control.
The cost of college tuition, computers, books, travel, housing, food and other necessities continues to rise. The funds we have
available simply do not stretch as far as we'd like. We must work diligently to retain our loyal sponsors and contributors and attain
new sources of funding for our organization to thrive.
